Rooms #8-14 — Room with two upper and two lower bunks, linen available for extra
cost. Share hall bathrooms with Rooms #8 and #14. Immediate Family Group
$48.70 per night. Singles sharing quad occupancy $15.85 per night each. Linen
charge is $6.40 per person — advanced request required. Additional refundable per
room Cleaning Deposit $15 required.

Preference will be given to Family groups especially those booking two nights in
Pathfinder Lodge. Individuals booking less than four bunks together will be
accommodated in Junior/Teen Camp Cabins.

Junior/Teen Camp Cabins

Boy’s Village Cabins (6) — Eight Bunks (four upper, four lower) per cabin with four
bunk (two upper, two lower) counselor’s room between two cabins. No linen
available.

Use Main Bath House. $13.10 per bunk per night. A refundable cleaning deposit
of $5 per bunk will be required.

Single gender groups are encouraged to book bunks in Cabins we reserve the
right to fill empty bunks not booked by any given group. Cabins still
unoccupied on September 15 will be offered to Family Groups at a reduced rate.

Tent Sites (12) — For those accustomed to fall camping we offer tent sites for up to six-
persons per tent. Massachusetts law prohibits gas or propane heaters, stoves, or lanterns and
all candles from inside tents. Use Main Bathhouse. Campers should plan on eating meals
with the Alumni Group. $20.15 per tent per night. A refundable $15 per site cleaning
deposit will be required.

RV Sites (5) — Sites with water and electric hook-ups. $30.15 per site per night. A
refundable $15 per site cleaning deposit will be required.

Cleaning deposits, in the form of cash or personal check, will be collected separately
upon check-in and refunded at check-out inspection. We are offering extremely
affordable accommodations at the rate charged to us by the camp. The Alumni
Association will be charged $20/hr for cleaning of any areas not deemed cleaned. Your
help in keeping the buildings and grounds clean is greatly appreciated.

Commuter Fee — Persons not staying overnight will be required to pay a $4 per person
commuter fee each day (Friday, Saturday and Sunday) to attend the Reunion, so consider
staying on the grounds.
